Campbell River Trail Riders Camping/Facility Expectations 

 Non-members must be accompanied by a member unless pre-arranged; 
 People under the age of 19 years of age either using the Campbell River Equestrian Center, or 

staying over night MUST be accompanied by and under the direct supervision of an adult; 
 Maximum allotted  stay time is l week; 
 Must be booked l week in advance with a 50% holding deposit, non-refundable for no shows, unless 24 hour 

notice is given, a signed agreement and a $100.00 damage deposit which will be returned upon satisfaction 
inspection of the facility; 

 Booking is subject to availability of the facility; 
 All riders must have BC Horse Council; 
 Helmets are mandatory for all riders under the age of 19 years of age. CRTR strongly recommends the use of 

helmets by riders of all ages;  
 No portable fencing, unless all stalls & paddocks are booked; 
 Stalls, paddocks, camping area & grounds are to be left clean; 
 All manure put on the pile; 
 Garbage put in the dumpster; 
 Wheelbarrows and rakes are to be put away; 
 Make sure water and lights are off when not in use; 
 Dogs are to be kept under control at all times, please clean up after them or this privilege will be removed; 
 Horses are not to be left unattended in the arenas, these are not pens.
